FILE FORMATS:

Preferred format is PDF/Acrobat 7 or later, set for
compatibility with PDF version 1.6 (Acrobat 7). All
high-resolution images and fonts must be included.
All images must conform to the following minimum
resolution specifications: Grayscale and color images:
300 DPI; Combination Grayscale and Color images:
500-900 DPI; Line art (Bitmap) images: 900-1200 DPI.
Do not nest EPS files.

PAGE LAYOUT:

Supply as single page files only, Right Reading,
Portrait Mode, 100% Size, No Rotation. Created to the
trim of the magazine, plus a minimum 0.125" bleed
on all sides. Keep live matter 0.5" from trim edges.
Crop marks and SWOP color bars must be included,
position 0.5" outside trim.
